The Tree Of  The Month was won by Ray Kinkaid.   

Family: Taxodiaceae   
Common Name: Bald Cypress  

The Bald Cypress ( Taxodium distichum ) is a longðlived, deciduous wetland species that 

grows along rivers, streams, and creeks as well as swamps with low moving water.  It can live 

up to 600 years old.  It is a legendary tree of the Deep South known for itõs ò knees ò moss 

draped crown, and buttresses trunk.   

Bald Cypress is very important tree in the swampland ecosystem.  It is valuable for wildlife 

food and cover.  Canadian geese migrating to the south feed on the seeds.  Swamp rabbits 

and other birds, such as Florida cranes and ducks, also feed on bald cypress.   Old-growth 

bald cypress has a flattened crown usually dangling with Spanish moss ( Tillandsia us-

neoides ).  Bald cypress leaves are linear and featherlike, and the twigs hand down looking 

more pendulous than the other variety.  The reddish brown to ashy gray bark is thin and 

peels in narrow vertical strips.  When growing in water, it has shallow roots that often arise 

from the soil in the shape of cones called pneumatophores, or òkneesó.
