Tree of the month beginner  

The Tree Of The Month was won by  Carol  Saporano;  
 
Species:  Pithecellobium tortum     Common name:  Brazilian Raintree 

 
This hardwood tree is native to Brazils rainforests. The rain tree has delicate branches and tiny 

light-green compound leaves. The leaves fold up at night or in subdued light and opens up with 

bright daylight, a very cool feature and somewhat unique for a small tree. 

This bonsai tree can be grown outdoors in warm climates and will tolerate cool temperatures in the 

upper 40õs for a short time, it is classified as and indoor bonsai . Although they grow in full sun in 

Brazil, Brazilian bonsai rain trees if grown outdoors on a patio seem to like a bit of shade on very 

hot days.
